Minutes of meeting 9 January 2008

1. Minutes of the last meeting: The minutes of the 12 December 2007 meeting were agreed.
2. Matters arising

2.1.  One way Systems Gerhard was still to write to the Council under FOI to ask them how many one way systems had been installed since their last UDP and how many of these included a contra flow facility.

2.2. CRIM LCN+ routes 205/206: A post CRIM meeting was proposed for early February.  Robert would attend on behalf of the group.

2.3. Whipps Cross Hospital BUG – Geoffrey to speak to Whipps Cross contact to take this forward.  It was important that someone at the Hospital led for the Bike User Group.

2.4. Conflict with busses on Lea Bridge Road: Trevor and Gerhard were yet to take action on this.  Several other members had experienced harassment and intimidation from bus drivers so there was clearly a need for action in this area.

It was agreed that the Consultants should be reminded to invite the Lea Bridge and Walthamstow Marshes Users group and also Rick Andrew from the LCC Canals and Parks Working Group.  It was also agreed that the Consultants should be told that it was very difficult for volunteers to attend on working days and they should reconsider the timing and location of the final crim meeting which it was intended to have in Notting Hill.

3.3. Website there had been no developments it was suggested that we should approach David Wright to see if he was willing to help out improving or developing the website with Ray.
