 2          Matters Arising
Brainstorming Next steps: [10/12 mtg had agreed that: Paul would pull out highlights that could be taken forward in short to medium term as well as bigger picture issues and group would repeat the exercise with more cyclists through a ride based event in the Spring. Further action deferred until next mtg.]
 Cycle Audit: Wendy had emailed details of the audit to all Walthamstow Councillors, the Leader, Terry Wheeler and Bob Bellam.  Hard copies have been put in their pigeon holes at Town Hall. No feedback received as yet.
 Motorbikes in Bus Lanes: Posters to alert cyclists to this trail project had been put in the cycle sheds next to rail and underground stations in the Borough (Walthamstow Central, Leyton and Leytonstone) . 
 3          Planners on Bikes
Final version of letter had been prepared by Simon.  Gerhard was to provide email address to be used for replies.  Video on the Wandsworth Movers and Shakers project was shown and discussed.  The group agreed it was a good initiative but had slightly different aims to the Planners on Bikes initiative.  But it was agreed that we could use the Planners on Bike initiative as a launch pad for a movers and shakers type project. Gerhard offered to explore grant funding from LCC to pay for an event in bike week which supported Planners on Bikes.  Culmination of project would be to get those involved to take part in at least the Bronze ride of the Tour de WF this would be followed by a wash up event. Still needed to finalise the name: three possible options were “Strictly Come Cycling”, “WF Bike Borough” or “Movers and Shakers Waltham Forest.”  All three would be put to Simon for a final selection.
 Action: Gerhard to liaise with Simon on final details of letter and email and name.
 4          Other Campaign News and the LCC AGM
Members were encouraged to vote for Marsh Lane Park in the London Parks vote taking place currently (other entries are Greenway, Lloyd Park and other parks in other Boroughs)  http://www.london. gov.uk/parksvote /
 Gina had proposed possibility of developing a cycling forum with Councillors.  A similar Forum existed in Redbridge.  It might take some time to set up but all agreed it was worth the effort and asked Gerhard to take it forward with Gina.  
 Temple Mills Lane:  There was a proposal to close this road to bikes and pedestrians while the Olympic Park was being built.  All members were opposed to this and asked Gerhard to let Gina know our opposition. 
 5          Access to Nature
Nicole David explained the Access to Nature initiative which the Hornbeam was seeking funding on.  The purpose was to develop a facility which connected people and groups that wanted to get “access to nature” with others that could help to facilitate this either by providing advice or organising rides which got people out into the countryside or “nature” more generally.   Group agreed that there were opportunities to link this to our regular social rides as well as to offer other rides if there was demand.  It was agreed that Robert would keep in touch with Nicole on the development of the project and update the group as necessary.
