Financial report

Wendy advised that at 31st December we had £694. We will be claiming a grant from LCC for £202 so our financial position is relatively healthy.

Matters arising from January meeting

Wendy had emailed details of recent rides and a list of main points from last meeting to members – it had generated some interest and people had turned up on the rides. GW will ask for new membership list to update email list with. Robert suggested including the date of the next meeting in the next email.

Leaflet – Lee distributed some photos to use – meeting agreed a photo and Lee will arrange a reprint.

Laminates for the bike shed had been prepared – Wendy to put up in shed.

Coppermill Lane lighting- TfL has agreed funding – will take the form of street lights.

Cycle parking survey – Robert & Geoffrey to carry out survey in Feb (date to be agreed) in Highams Park area – possibly include survey of all leisure centres.

BRS: Lee to chase Colin about getting the instructions in writing.

Website

Ray has started to update the site – some parts are on active server pages and he is awaiting a discussion with Bryn before updating these – Bryn has been away but is now back. Material that we want on the site should be forwarded to Ray.

Council engineering dept issues

Work on South Access Rd cycle path is still outstanding – GW will wait one week and chase Simon at the council. Currently it is necessary to ride on the pavement on one part of this route.

Whipps Cross hospital

No further developments.

CRISP for LCN9

No date for CRISP tour of LCN9 (Cycle Route Implementation Stakeholder Plans) set yet.

7.
Bike week

The group discussed possible bike week activities – agreed to do a pre-bike week cyclists’ tea on the Friday before bike week to alert people to the events we will hold. Agreed to advertise a country ride in Essex in the Green Fair leaflet. We also agreed to do a commuters ride to the Bike Breakfast and hold stalls on the Saturdays at either end of bike week. GW to discuss with Gina whether the council will want to do a joint ride with us again.

Council grants

Wendy distributed the criteria issued by the council for its grants programme for voluntary groups in 2005. Next round is likely to start in June 2005. For various reasons the group agreed that we did not fit the criteria for applying for a grant on our own, e.g. we do not have audited accounts and abide by company/charity law. If we wanted to pursue this we would need to do it with an established group with full-time staff. GW to approach voluntary action to see if they know of any organisations that would be interested in us assisting with a project.

One way streets & traffic calming

The meeting noted that work on the traffic calming is now in progress. In some narrow roads the humps are making it difficult for cyclists, especially where there are parked cars on both sides. Robert will write to council re-monitoring the effectiveness of the traffic calming and raising any issues for cyclists.

Health promotion theme 2005

At GW’s suggestion the group agreed to adopt a ‘health promotion’ theme for 2005. LBWF has finally produced its healthy cycling/walking leaflet that highlights various routes in the borough and the time it should take to complete them. The meeting discussed the potential for raising cycling awareness at primary schools in the borough – it was agreed to defer detailed discussions until the next meeting.  GW will find out from Gina and Edwin what they are planning to do in relation to the launch of the leaflet.
