Matters arising 

2.1
One-way systems: There has been email correspondence between Keith Foster (a member) and Gerhard in respect of one-way systems near his home. LCC is pursuing provision for cyclists in one-way systems at a strategic level – Gina Harkell is chairing these meetings with TfL and other boroughs. 

2.2
CRIM LCN+ routes 205/206: Robert took part in a tour of the routes. The consultant will produce a report including recommendations for improvements – the estimated cost of improvements to route 205 is £1.5m, most of which would be taken up by the Ruckholt Road link. Action to improve the Ruckholt Road Bridge is highly dependent on decisions yet to be made by the Olympic Development Authority. Gina has earmarked money for improving the footway on the bridge but there is no timescale for carrying out the work. The option of having a cycle lane (coloured red) with no outer hatching where the road is too narrow for a full cycle land was discussed – a pilot will be tested on the gyratory (Warren Rd).  Cycling for Excellence is studying the impact of this approach. Several advanced stop lines on the routes are too short – addressing these will impact on traffic flows. There is also an intention to widen the contra-flow on Leytonstone High Road.  We will be consulted further on the report.

2.4 Conflict with buses Lea Bridge Rd: Gerhard has not heard from Trevor (Hackney) or anyone else. Agreed to ask members if they have experienced problems and if none or very few are reported this will not be pursued. 

2.5 Tour de France/Hovis Freewheel Grants: Wendy had emailed LCC – the GLA has not paid LCC hence the grants have not been issued.
