4. Health Promotion

New council leaflet to be launched on 3rd April at Coppermill Fields car park – 11am. 

Wendy will email info to members – Gerhard to prepare a poster for this purpose – distribute publicity around bike shops etc. GW drafted press release. 

5. Engineering dept issues/meeting with Gina

Discussed Local Implementation Plan (LIP), ie the 5 year transport plan for the borough – Gina is writing it and official consultation with us will take place in due course. GW attended meeting of TfL on LIP process

Still no date for CRISP LC9.

Marsh Lane footbridge - £8K funding to get ramps to aid bike access at the sides of the bridge. GW will speak to Hackney group with a view to getting them to support a ‘whole route’ idea incorporating the bridge and ultimately to get a new bridge. 

The lower end of High Rd Leytonstone is going to get cycle paths – GW will remind Gina about priorities for cyclists at side roads. 

Ru is checking the borough’s cycle routes once a month and reporting problems to Gina. 

6. Co-ordinator’s report

LCC is looking into the constitutional position of groups. 

A new projects officer has been appointed to focus on workplace and health promotion.

A new information management system on the website will be a resource for groups.

They are aiming to produce regular membership lists and members’ email addresses.

-Marketing – a member is interested in assisting us in this area, he will try and come to the next meeting.
