Campaigning

Eastway Cycle track Relocation:  Agreed that the group would support relocation to Redbridge rather than Enfield as this was the better facility.  Members were encouraged to write in response to consultation.  Geoffrey would write a letter supporting the move to Redbridge. 

Hoe St/Selborne Rd Junction remodelling:  Plans were discussed and agreed that they would be an improvement on current arrangements. It was noted that a northbound cycle lane through the pedestrianised zone was proposed but it was not clear if this would be controlled by lights at the north end where it rejoined the main carriageway.  It was agreed that this should be put to Gina at the next meeting with her.

Local Elections: Geoffrey had written to all the main parties standing in the local elections.  The Greens had responded positively and the Conservatives had said that they would need to check the cycling manifesto against their current policies.  Responses had not been received from the other parties.  Members were urged, if canvassed, to ask candidates about their policies on cycling.

WFCC Flyer:  Lee was asked to prepare a reprint of the giveaway WFCC flyer.  There was some discussion as to whether it should be revamped or updated but without a copy to hand this did not get very far.  With Bikeweek coming up it was agreed that we should press ahead in anycase and also consider producing targeted leaflets for Bike week or other events.   There was no news on the Bookmark so this was held over until the next meeting.

Comments on Routes in Hackney: This was held over to the next meeting so that Geoffrey could report back on his attendance at the Hackney LCC meeting.

The Library Display:  With the redevelopment of the Central Library underway there was no opportunity to have a display there in the short term.  It was therefore agreed that we should explore displays in Wood Street and Leytonstone Libraries.  Lee agreed to liaise with Wendy on contacting the Library services to arrange this.
