Campaigns

· Report on Pretoria Ave traffic calming was deferred to next meeting.

· General Election – members thanked Steffen for circulating details of candidates election addresses to members although it was not possible to get them onto the website in time for the election.

· South Access Road – This was in deadlock with the Council refusing to improve upon the shared path.  It was agreed that this was not satisfactory as the path was narrow and full of obstacles.  Geoffrey would write to Simon Wright and Diane Murray about the issue to ask them to intervene.  It was also agreed a copy of the letter (or summary of it) should go on the website to keep Members informed of the deadlock and our position.  It was also agreed that in future records of discussions with the Council should be recorded to avoid disputes about decisions reached or positions WFCC take on particular issues.  These records could be placed on the WFCC website.

· Health Campaign:  It was noted that the lead contacts in Whipps Cross had moved on and as a result Geoffrey had to restart his lobbying for improved cycle facilities for users and staff in the Hospital

· Whipps Cross Roundabout redevelopment – it was noted that the redevelopment of WCR from a roundabout to a traffic light T junction should start next year.
