Minutes of meeting 9 May 2007
The minutes were agreed. 

Matters arising: Lee reported that we were unsuccessful in applying for a grant to develop a cycling pack for women. 
Borough Recycling Scheme (BRS)
Colin from the BRS advised us that the scheme is now being run on a self-funding basis by volunteers with LBWF donating the workshop and storage facility free of charge. They will be open on Saturdays 11-3 for recycling work but people should ring first to check they are open – if there is no answer they are not there! The first Saturday of the month is for ‘selling’ bikes – a donation starting from £45 will be required and a disclaimer form must be completed by ‘purchasers’.  Our maintenance sessions will continue to be on the second Saturday of each month from 9:30 to 12:30. Some new rules apply:

· A donation of £3 will be required from all (not those leading workshops)

· No new parts should be sold (these are now placed behind a barrier)

· If someone buys a frame they must sign a disclaimer 
· No more than 6 bikes should be worked on at any one time 

· They will leave instructions for LCC volunteers 

Bike week plans

The schedule of bike week activities was checked over and volunteers identified for stalls etc. 

T-shirt
It was agreed that we should order 25 to start with – 5 of 5 different colours (50 would cost £350 – Robert to get new quote for 25)

Le Tour feeder rides

Wendy will run the Walthamstow to Stratford ride on 7th July to join up with the East London ride to Hyde Park. Wendy will register the group ride – individuals should still register with LCC. Our ride will leave Walthamstow Central Library at 9:15 on 7th July. 

Whipps Cross Roundabout/campaigning
It was agreed to ask Rachelle (engineer’s dept of LBWF) to attend an evening meeting with us. (Subsequently she advised that she could not do this and a meeting was arranged for 26.6.07 – 3 members will attend plus Gina).  The aim of the meeting will be to secure the best possible deal we can for cyclists within the restrictions of the current design. Attendees will raise the issue of future consultation exercises to ensure that we do not get drawn in at such an advanced stage in future.

Robert agreed to speak to Charlie at LCC to see if we can use them to gain leverage with TFL for improvements to the plans. 

The meeting discussed the charge that we were ‘introspective’ and gave the impression to some members that we simply rubber stamp sub-standard facilities for cyclists in the borough. We discussed ways in which we could challenge this impression.
