Matters arising from 13 June 2007

BRS – still need to clarify whether Colin/Lee have drafted new instructions for volunteers at the BRS

Borough Grants – Robert had raised the late payment with Charlie at LCC – Wendy to check that grant has been paid direct into account. 

Yahoo message board – Paul done initial work to set it up. He is the moderator but will pass it on to someone else if there is a volunteer. Ray will warn people signed up to the existing list and then disable it in due course. Wendy will include the group details in her next email bulletin. 

Bike Week Review 

The week had been a success – good response to stalls and cyclists’ tea. Poorly attended events included the school ride and the bike breakfast.

The Tour of Waltham Forest was a success despite the weather – Wendy and Robert discussed some problems with organisation of the Silver Ride. Wendy to prepare a list for submission to Gina in case the event runs again in 2008.

Whipps Cross Roundabout

Robert, Gerhard, Ray and Simon attended a meeting with Rachelle and Ben (engineers) with someone from LCN+ in attendance and also Gina. The preferred option of a t-junction (from the CRISP report) had never been put to TFL because of the estimated cost of £2m. Problems with the proposed layout were discussed. Possible options for funding a t-junction were discussed – if this option is costed over 5 years it looks more viable. LCN+ agreed to explore alternative funding options. Robert will write to LCC to see if they will put pressure on TFL to revisit the original CRISP recommendation. 

It was agreed that earlier consultation should take place in future. 

The meeting agreed to start a letter writing campaign – Robert will draft the letter for distribution.  The meeting agreed to lobby cyclists using the roundabout in early September. 

Other campaigns

The CRISP reports on Chingford and Wood St/Forest Rd quiet routes are available on the TFL website. Some schools have submitted responses – GW will write to them with info on what WFCC can assist with. 

Whipps Cross Hospital 

Gerhard made contact with a member of staff charged with tackling staff transport issues – GW will take forward. 

Cycle theft

Leyton police station has a secondee from Hackney there to work on reducing cycle theft in the borough. Robert has had discussions with him – wants info on where stolen bikes might be off-loaded in LBWF. There is now a target for tackling bike theft – we need to encourage people to report thefts (stats on theft are on the metropolitan police website). We will invite officer to the Sept meeting.
