3. Minutes of the last meeting: matters arising

· The minutes were agreed

· The Lea Bridge Road CRISP report is now available on the WFCC website. 

· Tony had still to email all new people attending the tea event and agreed he would do so before the next meeting. 

4. Borough Cordinator:

· Geoffrey announced that he would be stepping down as Borough Coordinator at the next AGM (February) and therefore a new Coordinator would be needed.  After a few moments stunned silence the meeting agreed that the group’s thanks to Geoffrey for all his hard work as coordinator over the last 5 years should be recorded.  It was agreed that there should be a free and open competition for the next coordinator anyone interested in standing or wanting to find out more about the post should speak to Geoffrey.  

5. Campaigns
· One Way Systems: Robert had emailed Gina re the one way systems in Winn’s Avenue.  She has asked the councils engineers to consider cycle contra-flows on one-way systems being introduced and has been in discussion with the Cycle Centre for Excellence at TfL and the DfT about signage issues.  So far nothing has happened in Waltham Forest though she has seen a very good scheme in Hackney where cycling is allowed on one-way streets without contra-flow lanes.  One of Waltham Forest’s new engineers, Jonathan Russell, is now looking into this and hopefully he will come up with a solution, using Hackney as a precedent.  The meeting agreed to pursue this at the next meeting with Gina.
· Chalk Bridge:  A new crossing point was to be made on the Lea Flood channel; crossing from Sandpiper Close to Haringey.  This would replace the old Chalk Bridge crossing which was blocked off as unsafe.
· Women’s cycling initiative:  It was agreed in principle that a small grant should be applied for to support the development of a women’s cycling promotional pack.  Wendy and Lee would develop the pack and report back to the meeting at the next opportunity.  It was noted that plans for distribution of the pack would have to be considered to ensure it got to new women cyclists.
· Dealing with Planning Proposals:  It was agreed that particularly active local cyclists such as Keith Foster should be invited to comment on planning proposals on behalf of the group.  Geoffrey agreed to write to Keith inviting him to do so.
6. WFCC Website  

· More images where needed for the new website and members were asked to provide these asap.  Final comments on the revised website were due to be provided by the 22 September.

· It was agreed that Ray should be authorised to spend £29.99 annual rental for our website space.

7. Bike Rides & events

· Car free day 17th September – stall Leytonstone tube: volunteers needed it was proposed to hold a bike raffle.

· 24th September Buckhurst Hill Green Fair, meet 11am Leytonstone tube to ride up there.
