Matters arising:

· Silverlink bike ban – GW has written to complain about the peak time ban.

· Leytonstone shed – CCTV is to be installed following recent thefts – we agreed to install a notice-board. 

· Marsh Lane route/Park Road – Adrian was not present to report on developments with the route – GW is looking into the development of a point-no-entry system in Park Road – if successful this could be used as precedent for the development of further point-no-entry schemes.

· Whipps Cross hospital – GW met with John Kirkpatrick. He supplied JK with details of routes to the hospital to disseminate to staff. GW will also forward information on what other hospitals have done to encourage cycling as a mode of transport for staff.

· Library display – deferred, Gerhard dealing with this and may ask for Richard’s artistic input.

· Queens Road and other traffic calming proposals – GW has written to the council to express our concerns over the effect on cyclists.  The narrow end of Pretoria Avenue will have a contra-flow system for cyclists. We will ask for a review of the effectiveness of these measures.
· Ruckholt Road – a site visit in conjunction with Hackney group will be organised to identify problems.

· Lea Bridge Rd CRISP – WS Atkins consultants will be in touch with us to talk about our needs. A site meeting will be organised.  The work will incorporate Whipps Cross roundabout and Snaresbrook Rd.
